III Global Policy Forum 'The Modern State in the Age of Social Diversity' will be held in Yaroslavl on September, 7-8, 2011 under the auspices of the President of the Russian Federation H.E. Mr. Dmitry A. Medvedev.

Global Policy Forums in 2009 and 2010 were attended by President of the Russian Federation Dmitry Medvedev, Prime Minister of Spain Jose Luis Rodriguez Zapatero, Prime Minister of France François Fillon, President of the Republic of Korea Lee Myung-bak, Prime Minister of Italy Silvio Berlusconi, Special Envoy of the Prime Minister of Japan Yukio Hatoyama, prominent statesmen and public figures, businessmen, scientists and experts, journalists from more than forty countries.
Each year the organizers announce a new topic for discussion at the Forum that is of current importance, based on the suggestions of the leading world experts, and touches upon the issues of state development, preservation of world order and harmonious universal development.
This year the key discussion points of the Forum will be the combination of efficient economy and the principles of social justice; innovation and civilization peculiarities; immigrants’ identity and their integration within the framework of the united state; human rights and global security. In Yaroslavl the panelists will try to elaborate on these and other issues and to jointly outline the ways of solving them.
This year the Global Policy Forum will function in three sections. Section 'Democratic institutions in multiethnic societies' is devoted to the analysis of the experience of shaping and building democratic institutions in multiethnic societies of the modern world. One of the topics for discussion at the section is the issue of efficiency of democratic institutions and practices against challenges of illegal migration, ethnic apartness, separatism and fundamentalism.
